· People who need prevention services are the most difficult to reach.

· We need to work with KIDS and PARENTS.

· Consider family group decision making processes and wraparound – potential strategy.

· Must work through a strengths perspective.

· Need accurate and easy drug testing for parents and schools.  This topic needs to be presented in a way that empowers parents.
· Lack of parenting knowledge

· Lack of resources – fiscal and human

· Inconsistent approaches to prevention, can be confusing to parents, kids and agencies
